Check out the video version of 
Break, our student assembly, to find out what’s going on around campus. 
 
Calendar:  All of York’s major events are on a Google Calendar viewable on the website. Look 
here for info on sporting events, dances, meetings, performances, etc. Check it often to stay up 
to date. You can look at the calendar as an agenda (default), or as a one week or one month 
grid.

Courses.york.org: Commonly known as Moodle, courses.york.org is primarily a tool for teachers 
and students to communicate with each other. Your student has a password; you can visit many 
classes as a guest, or let your student navigate for you.
